BIOGRAPHICAL BACKGROUND

Giulia Annalinda Neglia is Associate Professor in Landscape Architecture at the Department of Architecture, Construction and
Design of the Polytechnic University of Bari (Italy). She graduated in Architecture in 1999, with a thesis in Architectural Design on
the Palestinian quarter in Old Jerusalem.

Since 2000 she is licensed architect, registered in the Board of the Province of Bari (lItaly).

In 2003 she received her PhD in Architectural Design for Mediterranean Countries from the Polytechnic University of Bari with a
thesis on the formation processes of the urban morphology of the Ancient City of Aleppo.

From September to December 2004, she was recipient of a post-doctoral fellowship at the Aga Khan Program for Islamic
Architecture at MIT with research on the Citadel of Tartous.

From 2005 to 2011 she has taught Architectural Design, Urban Morphology and History of Islamic Architecture at the Polytechnic
University of Bari - School of Architecture; from 2011, when she became Assistant Professor, she teaches Landscape Architecture.
She got her tenure in 2014, and since 2020 she is Associate Professor in Landscape Architecture at the ICAR Department of the
Polytechnic University of Bari.

An author of about 150 publications, published in continuity between 2001 and 2021, including 6 books and 3 edited books, has
participated in several national and international research programs, and has coordinated research groups in fieldworks and
studies abroad. For her researches on Mediterranean - Islamic cities and landscapes she has received fellowships and scholarships
from international and national research centers such as: DAAD (Deutscher Akademischer Austauschdienst); Max van Berchem
Foundation (Geneve); MIUR (Italian Ministry of Education, University and Research); East-West Nexus / PROTA Institute (Boston-

Member of the scientific board of international conferences, she has delivered keynote addresses, chaired sessions, co-organized,
and delivered papers at international peer-reviewed conferences and seminars.
